To identify the area you will 
be sculpting, create a middle 
parting from the top of the 
forehead to the centre of the 
crown. The key to creating 
an architectural look like this 
is saturation, saturation and 
saturation. To achieve the 
crucial foundation, begin 
by generously applying Fix 
Max to the target area from 
the roots to the ends.

TOP TIP: Use a tint brush 
to apply the product.

Master the comb. This step 
requires intricate handling of 
the styling comb, with both 
the fine-toothed side and the 
spine for distinct functions.

Using the front of your comb, 
define the initial shape and 
the direction of the hair. Comb 
the hair from the centre of 
the crown towards the top of 
the forehead. This is your first 
‘wave’. Now, utilise the back of 
your comb to sculpt the shape, 
squashing the hair down so 
it almost becomes blocky.

Use your fingers to hold 
the first wave in place.

To maintain moisture and 
saturation, use your tint brush 
to gently apply more Fix Max 
across the sculpted wave.

Continue to sculpt and form 
by combing the hair across 
the front of the forehead 
towards the ear.
